ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR ADMISSION
TO VARIOUS SECTORAL MBA PROGRAMMES AT UIAMS

A. MBA (Retail Management) and
MBA (Banking and Insurance Management)

A Bachelor's or Master Degree in any discipline of Panjab University or of any other university which has
been recognized by the syndicate as equivalent thereto with not less than 50%* marks in the aggregate.
Provided that in case of candidates having Bachelor's degree of the University through Modern Indian
Languages [Hindi/Urdu/Punjabi (Gurumukhi Script)] and/or in a classical language (Sanskrit/ Persian/Arabic)
or degree of any other university obtained in the same manner recognized by the Syndicate, 50% marks in
the aggregate shall be calculated by taking into account full percentage of marks in all the papers in
Language excluding the additional optional paper, English and the elective subject taken together.

Or
Pass in the final examination conducted by either (a) Institute of Chartered Accountants of India or England,
or (b) Institute of Cost and Works Accountants of India or England or (c) Institute of Company Secretaries of
India

Or
AMIE examination with 50% marks or more after having passed the diploma examination with 60% marks or
above and have at least 5 years research/teaching or professional experience.

Management Courses at UIAMS are for a duration of 2  years spread across 4 semesters.



SCHEME OF TEST

The Entrance Test will carry 85% weightage and be of 2 hours duration. It will consist of multiple- choice questions
having four responses A, B, C & D. The components of the test will include: (i) General Knowledge; (ii) Economics
and Business Environment Awareness; (iii) Data interpretation and problem solving; (iv) Numerical Ability; (v)
Verbal Ability/ Reasoning and (vi) English Comprehension.

MERIT LIST

The admission will be made on the basis of the Entrance Test (85% weightage), Group Discussion (7.5%
weightage) and Personal Interview (7.5% weightage). The result of the Entrance Test will not be sent to the
candidates. The comprehensive result after the Group Discussion and Personal Interview will be notified on the
UIAMS notice board as well as the UIAMS website.

THE ADMISSION PROCESS FOR MBA PROGRAMMES AT UIAMS

Admission for this course will be made on the basis of merit determined by scores of the candidates in the
Management Entrance Test (MET), followed by Group Discussion and Personal interview. Candidates
under various reserved categories and NRI category will first of all be considered in General category. They
will also compete within their respective categories following the same criteria. Reservation will be as per
the approved norms of Panjab University.

The candidates will be called for Group Discussion and Personal Interview on the basis of their scores in
the Management Entrance Test (MET) conducted by P.U. for admission to MBA Programme at UIAMS.

The number of candidates to be called for Group Discussion and Personal Interview will be eight times the
total number of seats of all these courses in each category. For example, if there are 99 seats in General
category in various sectoral management programmes at UIAMS, 792 candidates will be called for Group
Discussion and Personal Interview in general category. Similar calculation will be applicable to other
reserved categories & NRI category on the basis of number of seats available in each course.

Explanation :
While working out the percentage of seats in the reserved categories as given above, if the number arrived
at contains a fraction, this shall be resolved as follows:

If the fraction is 0.5 or more, it shall be rounded off to 1; if it is less than 0.5, it shall be ignored. This shall,
however, not affect the total number of seats in the open category. To ensure this, if the total number of
seats after making this adjustment, exceeds the prescribed number fixed for the course, the necessary
additional seats shall be created with the prior permission of the D.U.l./Vice-Chancellor. Such seats, if
created, shall be treated as additional only for the year in question.

Final merit list of all the candidates called for Group Discussion and Personal Interview will be prepared
category wise on the basis of their combined aggregate score in the Written Test, Group Discussion and
Personal Interview. Admissions will be made on the basis of this merit list. Attendance in Group Discussion
and Personal Interview is a must. If any candidate does not attend any one of the components, his/her
candidature will stand cancelled without notice.

Candidates in the category of Sports, Defence and Persons with Disability (PwD) would be short-listed on
the basis of MET written test percentage score. However, at the time of admission the precedence of merit
will be according to the Panjab University criteria for the respective categories.

The weightage for the written test, Group Discussion and Personal Interview for preparing the final merit list
for admission will be as follows :

WRITTEN TEST (MET) 85%
GROUP DISCUSSION 7.5%
PERSONAL INTERVIEW 7.5%

The eligibility of a candidate will be provisional at every stage of the admission process. It will be the
responsibility of the candidate to ensure his/her eligibility and fulfillment of various conditions for admission
as prescribed in the Rules / Regulations of the Panjab University. Admission will be cancelled at any stage
in case the candidate is not found eligible, even subsequently.

All provisionally eligible candidates will take written test MET for admission to MBA Programmes at UIAMS
to be conducted by Panjab University on March 11, 2017 (Saturday).

The Group Discussion and Personal Interview of the short-listed candidates will be held at University
Institute of Applied Management Sciences (UIAMS), Panjab University, Chandigarh where the candidates
will have to come at their own cost around the second/third week of May, 2017

The candidates appearing in final degree examinations are eligible to apply and can take the written test
provisionally. They will have to fulfill the eligibility condition s at the time of admission, failing which
the candidates will not be considered for admission even after they have gone through all the

stages of the admission process. The result of the qualifying examination should be submitted
positively by Aug. 14, 2017 (tentative) or any othe r date notified by the university, by 12.00 noon
failing which the admission is liable to be cancell ed.

The vacant seats, as on the last date of admission so fixed by the University, will be filled strictl y
according to the merit from those who are present a  t UIAMS by 2.00 p.m. on that day. Information
about vacant seats will be displayed on the online notice board and also on the notice board of
University Institute of Applied Management Sciences (UIAMS). It is the students’ responsibility to
keep a watch for the vacant seats. No individual no tice will be given regarding the vacant seats.

The final combined category-wise result of the candidates will be notified around the first/second week of
June, 2017. The candidate have to appear for counselling around third/fourth week of June, 2017. At the
time of counselling, admission to different MBA programmes of University Institute of Applied Management
Sciences (UIAMS), will be offered strictly according to the merit list for each MBA sectoral programme.

Student is required to appear personally for counselling. However, in case a student has to appear in a final
examination or is facing an extreme hardship, he/she has to seek permission of the Director, UIAMS, in
advance, with documentary evidence. Further, he/she can send an authorized representative carrying a

notarized authority from the student with authentication of the signature of the authorized representative.

The candidates shall not be allowed to make any cha nge in the Application Form by
way of any addition/deletion/alteration/amendment/c hange of any other particular etc.

The result of the entrance test shall, ipso facto , not entitle a candidate to get admission in an
institution/department/centre concerned where he/sh e intends to seek admission. It will be the
responsibility of the candidate to make sure about his/her eligibility and fulfilment of such other

conditions as may be prescribed for admission in th e rules and regulations of university/institution
concerned. Merely because a candidate is allowed to appear in the entrance test does not mean that
he/she is eligible and his/ her appearance therein will not stop or debar the university/ institution
concerned from satisfying itself about his/her elig ibility at any subsequent stage.

Notwithstanding anything contained in this prospect us, the eligibility conditions for admission to any
particular course, shall be governed by the respect ive rules/regulations as enshrined in the P.U.
calendar, volumes I, Il and Il (latest editions) a nd / or the General Guidelines for Admissions/ Hand book
of Information and Rules of Admission-2017 issued b  y the university and / or decisions of the
university senate/ syndicate. In case of any confli ct or inconsistency between the prospectus on one
hand and the aforesaid Panjab University rules and regulations/ guidelines /Handbook of Information
and Rules of Admission-2017; decisions of Senate/ S  yndicate, on the other, the latter shall prevail.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ENTRANCE TEST

The candidates shall be admitted to the test only 0  n the production of the Admit Card at the Test
Centre. No candidate shall be allowed to take thet est without the Admit Card under any circumstances.
The candidates must retain the admit card with them till the admission process is over, since it will be
required again at the time of counselling.

The Admit Cards will be issued to the candidates only provisionally, at their sole risk and respons ibility
subject to the final confirmation of their eligibil ity at the time of admission. It is further clarifi ed that the
candidates shall be taking the test at their own ri sk and responsibility as far as their eligibility i S
concerned and the University shall, in no way, be r  esponsible if they are found to be ineligible, late r,
leading to cancellation of their result or any othe r consequence(s) emanating from the same.

No candidate be allowed to leave the examination hall/room before the expiry of half of the time al  lotted
for the respective paper.

The medium of examination shall be ENGLISH only.

The candidates shall be required to hand over their OMR answer-sheets and the question paper in full to the
Centre Superintendent. No page/part of the Question paper/OMR Answer Sheet is to be removed/torn/taken
out of the Examination Centre under any circumstances, failing which the candidates shall be disqualified from
the entire Entrance Test.

The candidates must bring their own stationery items such as Black Gel Pen/ Ballpoint pen. Borrowing of
material inside the Test Centre is strictly prohibi ted.

In case of Objective Type question papers, rough work should be done in the space provided for this purpose.
No rough work shall be done on the OMR Answer Sheet under any circumstances.

In case of Objective Type Question Papers having OMR sheets, there shall be NEGATIVE MARKING FOR
WRONG ANSWERS i.e. marks will be deducted for wrong  answers. If for each correct answer 1 mark is to
be awarded, for a wrong answer 1/4 mark will be deducted.

In case of Objective Type question papers, the candidate must ensure that the answers to the questions are
attempted on the specifically prescribed OMR answer sheet only. No answer attempted on the question booklet
will be considered for evaluation. Only those questions answered on the OMR sheet shall be taken into
account.

Carrying of any communication equipment such as mobile phones / pager/ wireless set, scanner, camer  a or
any such electronic / digital gadget etc in the examination hall is not permitted and will lead to
disqualification. The use of calculator is not allo wed in the test.

Candidates should not carry eatables, drinks etc. into the test centre. Smoking inside and around the Centre is
not permitted.

Any candidate who creates disturbance of any kind during examination or otherwise misbehaves in or around
the examination hall or refuses to obey the Superintendent/Deputy Superintendent/Assistant Superintendent
/any other official on examination duty or changes his/her seat with any other candidate or occupies any seat,
other than the one allotted to him/her shall be expelled from the examination hall. (“Expulsion” for this

purpose would mean cancellation of the Entire Entra  nce Test). The Centre Superintendent/Observer/any
other authorized University Officer/Official shall be competent to expel a candidate from the examination centre.

Any candidate having in his possession or accessible to him/her paper/books or notes which may possibly be of
any assistance to him or is found giving or receiving assistance, or copying from any paper/book or note or from
anywhere else or allowing any other candidate to copy from his/her answer book or found writing on any other
paper, questions set in the question paper, during examination or using or attempting to use any other unfair
means or indulging in any kind of misconduct shall be expelled from the examination hall. (“Expulsion” for
this purpose would mean cancellation of the Entire Entrance Test). The Centre
Superintendent/Observer/any other authorized University Officer/Official shall be competent to expel a
candidate from the examination centre.

If any answer sheet of a candidate shows or it is otherwise established that he/she has received or attempted to

cancellation of all answer- sheets of the Common Entrance Test. The decision of the Controller of Examination,
Panjab University, Chandigarh in this regard shall be final.

If a candidate writes his/her name or puts any kind of identification mark or discloses his/her identi ty by
any method whatsoever on the cover or anywhere else in the Question Booklet/Answer Sheet, the same
shall be treated as cancelled. The cancellation of the answer-sheet shall mean cancellation of all
answer-sheets of the Entrance Test. The decision o  f the Controller of Examination, Panjab University,
Chandigarh in this regard shall be final.

Any person who impersonates a candidate shall be disqualified from appearing in any University examination
including this examination for a period of five years, if that person is a student on the rolls of a recognised
School or College or University. But if the person is not on the rolls of a recognised School or College or
University, he/she shall be declared as a person not fit and proper to be admitted to any examination of the
University for a period of 5 years and the case, if necessary, shall also be reported to the police for any further
action in the matter. The candidate who is being impersonated shall also be disqualified for a period of five
years from appearing in any examination of this University apart from any other action which the University may
take against him, as deemed fit.

If it is found that a candidate has knowingly or willfully concealed or suppressed any information/fact which
renders him/her ineligible to take the Entrance Test, his/her result of the Test as also admission to the
University Institute of Applied management Sciences (UIAMS), if granted, shall stand cancelled and he/she
shall have no claim whatsoever against the Institution/Department/Centre concerned and the case, if necessary
shall be reported to the police.

The result of the Entrance Test will not be sent to the candidates but will be conveyed confidentially to the
Director, University Institute of Applied Management Sciences (UIAMS) who will compile the comprehensive
result after the Group Discussion and Interview & notify the same on the department’s notice board as well as
UIAMS website. Schedule for Group Discussion will be announced by the UIAMS.

If a dispute or controversy of any kind arises before, during or after conduct of Entrance Test, the decision of
the Controller of Examinations, Panjab University, in all such cases, shall be final.

If a candidate does not submit his/her application in the prescribed Application Form online by due date,
his/her Application for appearing in the Entrance Test shall be summarily rejected, he/she shall not be allowed
to take the test under any circumstances, whatsoever. No intimation in this regard shall be given.

7-10 days after the test, the question paper and its key will be put on the University website. The candidate can
file their objections regarding discrepancies and accuracy of the key, in writing, within 48 hours of this
announcement. The valid concerns thus expressed will be given due consideration while evaluation. Within 10
days after the declaration of the final result (i.e., after the completion of group discussion and personal
interview), if a candidate wishes to verify his/her result, he/she will be provided a photocopy of his/her answer
sheet on payment of Rs. 10,000/- and will be informed about his/her score in the group discussion and
interview, in case, a discrepancy is found in the result of the candidate, the result would accordingly be revised.

Candidates securing equal marks will be bracketed together. Their inter-se merit will be determined by the
UIAMS as per PU norms.

The candidates can download their admit cards on or after March 6, 2017.
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GUIDELINES FOR GENERAL / RESERVED CATEGORY /ADDITIO NAL/NRI SEATS

IMPORTANT NOTE:
Admission in all categories shall be made subject to fulfilment of the eligibility conditions and in
accordance with the provisions contained in the Handbook of Information and Rules for Admission, 2017.

A. Seats: General and Reserved

1) Generally 55.5% of the seats in each course shall be treated as belonging to the General Category.
2) 44.5% seats shall be treated as belonging to the Reserved Category, as per details given below:

(i) 15% for candidates belonging to the Scheduled Castes.

(i) 7.5% for candidates belonging to the Scheduled Tribes.

(iif) 5% for candidates belonging to the Backward Classes

Provided that the reservation in (i) and (ii) can be inter-changeable, i.e. if sufficient number of
applicants is not available to fill up the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes, they may be filled up by
suitable candidates from Scheduled Castes, and vice versa.

The above reservation shall be subject to the following-conditions:
a. the number of students admitted on merit shall not be included in the number of seats reserved;

b. members of Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes/ Backward Classed shall be allowed a
concession of 5% marks for admission to the courses in which a certain percentage of minimum
marks has been prescribed provided they have obtained minimum pass marks prescribed by the
regulations;

c. in case the seats earmarked for Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes remains unfilled, a further
relaxation in marks may be given, in order of merit inter-se amongst the candidates themselves,
so that all the reserved seats are filled by candidates belonging to these categories; and

d. a Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe person on migration from the State of his origin will not lose
his status as Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe but he/she will be entited to the
concessions/benefits admissible to the Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes from the State of his
origin and not from the State where he has migrated. [Regulation 29.1, P.U. Cal. Vol. 1, 2007
(Page 168)].

(iv) 3% seats will be horizontally reserved for persons or class of persons with disability* out of which 1%
each shall be reserved for persons suffering from:

i.  Blindness or low vision**
ii. Hearing impairment***
iii. Locomotor disability or cerebral palsy
a) If 3% of reservation of seats comes to 0.5 to 0.9, it shall be treated as one seat. However, if
after calculating seats on the basis of 3%, the number of seats is divisible by 3, equal
distribution of seats will be made for all the three categories. If after the division, any remainder
is left, it shall be distributed on the basis of inter-se merit amongst all the three categories.
b) In the absence of availability of candidates in any of the categories, the seats shall be
interchanged inter-se.
c) If seats reserved for Persons with Disabilities (PwD) remained unfilled, it shall be treated in the
sanctioned strength of seats for general category.
The candidates under the reserve category of Persons with Disabilities (PwD) shall be allowed a
relaxation of 5% marks for admission to the courses in which a certain percentage of minimum marks
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has been prescribed, provided they have obtained minimum pass marks prescribed by the
regulations.

* Claimant in this category should be capable of pursuing the course for which the admission is
sought. The Persons with Disability should have a minimum of 40% disability duly certified by the
Medical Board of District/State/UT/Medical Institution of National Importance. Such certificate shall
be further certified by the Medical Board of the Panjab University Health Centre.

** Visually Handicapped would mean: Visual acuity of 6/60 with best correction in the better eye or
any persons with visual fields of 20° or less in the better eye irrespective of the visual acuity.

***Hearing Impaired means loss of sixty decibels or more in the better ear(sic) in the conversation
range of frequencies”

(v) 5% on the basis of achievement in Sports (Please refer to guidelines for sports at pages 34-46).

(vi) 5% (for all the under-mentioned categories taken together) for candidates who fall in one of the
following categories (which are given here in order of precedence):-
1. Son/Daughter/Spouse of such Defence and Central Armed Police Force (CAPF) personnel who died

in action (Only those who are wholly dependent on such personnel shall be considered).
2.Son/Daughter/Spouse who is wholly dependent on such Defence and CAPF personnel who were
incapacitated*/died while in service.
